Current situation

« Lack of interoperability of standards

Know what RFID standards in place or in
development

e Lack of coordination between Standards organisations
Need for RFID standards co-ordination

« How can RFID Standards co-ordination be managed?

Need for formal structure to frame this
coordination




Interoperablility examples

The EPCglobal UHF Gen 2 protocol is
equivalent to ISO/IEC 18000-6 part C

* It can be used for non-GS1 applications
» All users benefit from this interoperability

ETSI 302 208 specifies the way RFID shall be

used in the UHF band in Europe and beyond

« This standard benefits ALL users
« Applied in Europe and other countries / regions

Commitment of the signatories

Coordination towards interoperability and consistency of
standards

Information sharing

 Will be any other organisation having an
interest in being involved in the Forum:
user groups, regulatory authorities, etc.

Forum Characteristics

The Forum will not :
- Engage In standards development
- Represent an additional layer of bureaucracy

The Forum will :
- Focus on action, not discussion
- Facilitate effective standardisation




Potential Forum Benefits

Sharing of expertise and of resources
Fewer gaps or incompatibilities in standards
Broader more widely applicable standards
Access to broader user base

Launch of the Forum = May 2009

Forum meetings to be organised in May 2009 (Beljing),
July 2009 (Washington D.C.), September 2009 (Seoul),
and November 2009 (Brussels)
